Small Group Warm Up Question: 

What is your favorite part about church? Why?


1. What sort of places do you hope to travel to in the future? What is 
one of your favorite vacation spots in the past? Why? Read how Psalm 
84 starts with the first four verses. How does this perspective and 
future hope help Christian saints to endure in the midst of so much 
earthly suffering?  What are some of your favorite Bible verses about 
Heaven?

2. Read Psalm 84:10. If you chose to memorize this, when do you 
think the Lord would bring it back to mind to help you? Why is 
Scripture memorization such an effective spiritual discipline? 

3. What are some of your favorite verses that you have memorized? 
Why did you memorize them? Have you found any helpful techniques 
to help you memorize Scripture?

4. When is a time that you think you endured the discipline of the 
Lord? What did the Lord teach you in that season of discipline? How 
did He “revive” you “again” after that difficult season? (Psalm 85)

5. What are some of God’s blessings you are grateful for? Why is 
gratitude to God evidence of Christian faith? (Psalm 85:10-13)

6. Why do little children seek out their parents when they are hurt, 
frustrated, or afraid? In a similar way, why should Christians 
diligently and desperately seek out Jesus in prayer when they have a 
situation that overwhelms them? (Psalm 86:1-7)

7. What are some of your favorite parts of Psalm 86 that describe who 
God is? Why do you think David included these descriptions?

8. Do you think much about Hell? Should you? Why is God’s 
deliverance of you from Hell such an important truth to remember? 
(Psalm 86:13)

9. What are some ways the Lord has shaped and grown your prayer 
life? How have you found the Psalms a helpful guide in prayer? How 
have the Proverbs helped you in prayer?

10. How does someone “isolate themselves” in order to seek “his own 
desire”? (Proverbs 18:1) Why do such isolating choices not end well?

11. How have you seen Proverbs 18:2 in life? Proverbs 18:6-7? How do 
these verses encourage you in watching the words you use?

12. How does a bad work ethic harm others? Harm oneself? (Proverbs 
18:9)
